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Ask yourself, 
“Am I asking about the doer  of the action or the receiver  of the action?” 
If you’re asking about the doer/subject,  then DON’T use 5*;5*'/; 5.5. 
If you’re asking about the receiver/object,  then YES – use do/does/did.

▪ Object Q: How much  have your parents spent on a 

computer? 
Answer: My parents  have spent $1000 on a 
computer. 

Present perfect continuous:  
▪ Subject Q: Who  has been working on this 

project? 
▪ Object Q: What  have you been working on? 
Answer: I have been working on this project.  

Future with WILL:  
▪ Subject Q: What  will help the students? 
▪ Object Q: Who  will this book help? 
Answer: This textbook  will help the students.  

Future with GOING TO:  
▪ Subject Q: Who  is going to order dessert? 
▪ Object Q: What  are you going to order? 
Answer: We are going to order dessert .
